An amendment is a document that is filed when there has been
a change to the scope of work on a project. An amendment can
be filed at almost any timed while it is still in the filing process,
or after the job has been permitted and during the sign-off
phase of the project.

All About Amendments Continued...

A significant percentage of all projects will end up requiring some type of amendment. Usually the changes to
the scope of work occur in the field. Model numbers can change or missing information needs to be added.
The General Contractor is usually the one that calls for the amendment to be filed.

In order to file, the amendment package will need to include all necessary signatures, revised drawings (if re-
quired), and signed PW-3 6 s . Agai-®1igs thestPWoe signed by the applic
owner. Once the amendment has been entered into the system, it is checked for accuracy, and the D.O.B. is

paid the filing fee. If the application is a Self-Certification, then it does not require an appointment with the ex-
aminer. If it is a normal filing we will need to schedule an appointment with the appropriate D.O.B. examiner in

order to have the amendment package approved.

After approval copies of the amendment and revised drawings (if any) are sent to the General Contractor,
who then submits them to the plumbing contractor or appropriate party. In the case of EUP cards, the original
EUP cards are forwarded to the Building Manager for posting. The EUP cards must be posted in the building
office and in the event that the Fire Department decides to perform an inspection. If the EUP are not on site at
the time of inspection, the building will be fined for each and every unit.
