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An application that is self certified goes through the same 
pre-filing, payment, and data entry process as normal Al-
teration Type II applications. However, with a self certified 
project, if all required documents are present, the applica-
tion will be approved at the end of data entry. A profes-
sionally certified application does not go through plan ex-
amination, therefore speeding up the process considerably. 
 

At the beginning of the self certification process, a Required 

Items Checklist for Profes-

sional Certification (PC1) is 

submitted to the architect for 

approval.
