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Permits are required on every construction project, and keep-
ing the following guidelines in mind will help keep the process 
for obtaining your permits smooth and on schedule. 

First, it is important to submit your requests for After Hour Per-
mits and permit renewals with enough time so that they will not 
be denied by the Department of Buildings (DOB). For After Hour 
Permits, at least one week (6-7 business days) of lead time is 
ideal. In Manhattan, if an After Hour Permit is requested 3 days 
(or less) before the work is to be performed, it will be denied by 
the DOB. In Brooklyn and the other bureaus, at least one week of 
lead time is always required as they have fewer staff members to 
process the permits. 

When renewing a permit it is important to submit it for renewal at 

least two weeks before the expiration date and to make sure that 

the your insurance requirements are up to date. You must have 

insurance to renew your permit, 

and your permit will only be valid 

while your insurance is current. 

For example, if your insurance 

expires two weeks after your 

permit renewal, your permit will 

expire in two weeks, while it may 

have been valid for a much 

longer period (depending on the 

type of permit).

Annual check-ups for properties are as important and preventative in maintain-

ing a healthy building as an annual physical is for your own body. De-Tox is not 

only meant for your general physical health, but should also be applied to as-

sessing the health of your property as it relates to being in a compliant state. By 

doing an internal compliance assessment as it relates to the New York City De-

partment of Buildings (DOB) and the Fire Department of New York (FDNY), a 

property manager can clearly define the compliant health of a property.

Depending on what you discover, you will be able to establish a regimen that will  

take you thru de-tox so that your property will return to a healthy state. However, 

shots of wheat grass will not restore the health of a building. Closing out open ap-

plications,  curing violations, having current and approved Fire Protection Plans, 

staying current on any required inspections and filings, and keeping a ñdietò of 

compliant procedures is one way to assure that once your property goes thru ñde-

toxò and is in a healthy state, it will stay that way. To establish a healthy building, 

it would be wise to contact your code consultant and have them give your building 

a physical exam as it relates to all regulatory compliance. Once it is completed, 

you will be able to follow a ñprescriptionò that will assure a healthy return of your 

property to a compliant state. So, now is the time to take control of the health of your property. Contact your 

code consultant, do a physical of your property, and get on the path to recovery before violations are written 

and the overall health of your property begins to deteriorate.
