@ Q & A | am renovating an office space, how do | show compliance to Local Law 5 of 1973?

Answer:

Local Law 5 of 1973 was passed to amend the Administrative Code requirements for fire safety in office build-
ings. These include guidelines for fire alarm, elevator-in-readiness, stair and elevator signs, as well as the fol-
lowing in centrally air conditioned buildings: sprinkler systems, pressurization and compartmentation.

If you are filing for a renovation on one or more floors in an office building the ap-
plicant (architect/engineer of record) must certify on the plans that the floors being
modified comply with Local Law 5 of 1973 by one or more of the following:

The entire floor is less than 7,500 sq. ft.

The entire floor is sprinklered

The building is non -centrally air conditioned

The area of work is less than 40 ft. above curb level

The area of work is within an existing compartment

The area of work is covered by area smoke detection

7. Local Law 5 will be reviewed under separate application.
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In addition, the Department of Buildings has provided a checklist to assist office
building owners to ensure that they comply with the fire safety requirements under this law.
