The TR1 form is the statement of responsibility to report the
results of controlled inspections & tests. The City of New York
requires controlled inspections on Architectural, Mechanical,
Structural, and Sprinkler work types. There can often be a large
time gap between the start of a project, when the TR1 is first
submitted, and the end of a project the TR1 goes through its
final stage, when the controlled inspections are actually per-
formed. The TR1 often goes through the lifecycle outlined below.

The 2008 Code & Alterations to Existing Buildings

As you may wel |l know, the 2008 Construction Codes (A
submitted after July 1%, 2009. However, there seemsd even among DOB (Department of Buildings) officialsd
to be some confusion about how this affects buildings that were erected under the 1968 Building Code.

Please be advised that unless the entire_building _ complies with the 2008 Code, then you must file under the
1968 Code and comply with the following provisions of the 2008 Construction Code:

e Administration: Fees, approval of construction documents, permits,
certificate of occupancy, special inspections, etc.

Enforcement: Violations, fines, penalties, etc.

Safety: Protection of the public & property during construction
Plumbing Work

Fuel Gas Work

Mechanical Work

Fire Protection: Sprinkler systems, standpipe, alarms, etc.

Elevators, Conveyors, & Amusement e
Accessibility: Required to comply when changing the main use, dominant occupancy, or when new con-
struction on the building exceeds 50% of the buildi
e Encroachments: Encroachments into the public right of way.

All new buildings filed hereafter must comply fully with the 2008 Code.
